1 Samuel 3:1-20 “Trouble Sleeping”  

     How many of you have ever experienced insomnia? Did you ever 
have a bad case of it? No matter what you tried, you just  couldn’t go 
to sleep or get back to sleep. Now what causes you to have insomnia? 
Stress? Too hot or too cold? Worries? Final question, did God cause 
you to have insomnia? 

     In our Scripture reading for this Sunday, a young man named 
Samuel had fallen asleep in the Temple of God. Not too long after 
falling asleep, God called out Samuel by name. Samuel got up quickly 
and went to the chief priest telling him he was there because he had 
called him. This happened two more times. Poor priest must have 
thought Samuel was bent on giving him a case of insomnia. 

     After the third time, the chief priest knew that God was speaking to 
the young priest, Samuel. Sure enough, God called out to Samuel who 
immediately ran to the priest a fourth time. The chief priest told 
Samuel to go back and lay down. If he hears his name again, say to the 
voice, “Speak Lord, for your servant is listening.” 

     Well, Samuel does go back to bed and does hears his name spoken 
once again. He followed the priest’s instruction and spoke to the voice 
and told him to speak and that he would be listening. So, God spoke to 
Samuel, and he told God to speak and that he would be listening. 

     Has God ever spoke to you? Did you answer? And then, have you 
ever asked God to speak to you? What’s stopping you from asking? 
The answer to this may be found in how well our relationship with 
God is going. In time of transition here at Bascomb, maybe we all need 
to be asking God to speak to us and for us to tell God that we are 
listening.
